In addition to meeting a need in the community, the projects
provide significant learning experiences for the team members, helping to enhance leadership skills and expose the participants to
community leaders and issues that matter to Pittsburghers.

PopUp! Pittsburgh is one of the many different components of the LDI program. This project is modeled on
the “Pop Up City” concept which sees to momentarily revitalize a neighborhood that has excess vacant
land by developing a temporary, low-cost initiative that has the ability to surprise, provoke, and
entertain city residents and visitors in ways that change perceptions about the places where they occur.
